Use Nestabilities™ Large Scallop to

cut rectangle. Mat on Cranberry Crisp
card stock. @ Stamp image onto White
card stock; color with markers. Apply
Stickles™ to snow and Liquid Pearls™ to
boots. Stamp snowman hat onto white
card stock; color and trim. Adhere to
image. @ Adhere image layer to paper
layer; adhere paper layer to card. @
Punch 134" circle from Cranberry Crisp
card stock. @ Punch 12" circle from
White card stock; punch heart from
circle. Mat on Cranberry circle; adhere
to card. @ Tie ribbon around card front.
